You must present a valid photo I.D. on your actual birthday to the Guest
Services Office.

Satisfaction Guarantee – If for any reason, you are not satisfied with your day of
skiing or riding, turn in your area use ticket to the Guest Services Office within 75
minutes of issuance, only on that day at the area, to receive a voucher* for another
day. Your voucher* is good for any future day, but you must reserve for a weekend
or holiday prior to our being sold out and pay any differences in ticket prices. Offer
void after 75 minutes from the time ticket is issued. 

Half-day Getaway Program – This program lets you ski or ride all morning and
leave in time to get home by early afternoon – with some real savings! You can

get a credit voucher* for up to $15 ($19 during holiday periods and peak weekends) if you turn in your all-day area use ticket by
1:00 p.m. at any ticket window.

The United States Adaptive Recreation Center located at Bear Mountain Resort offers a wonderful opportunity for people with physical
and cognitive disabilities to ski and snowboard.

The USARC was founded in 1983 to ensure that access to winter recreation is available to people with all types of disabilities. The
USARC believes people are empowered when they undertake and succeed at challenging outdoor recreation. In 1989, the United
States Adaptive Recreation Center established the first full-time on-site adaptive ski school in Southern California at Bear Mountain
Resort.

The USARC has earned a national and international reputation as a model program in adaptive outdoor recreation, and USARC personnel
have served in training programs throughout the United States and the world.

The USARC works with schools, hospitals, rehabilitation centers, and park and recreation departments to serve children and adults
with all types of cognitive or physical disabilities. The USARC knows that, after learning new skills and redefining their abilities, 
participants will feel the freedom of recreating with their families and friends. These experiences often result in increased self-
confidence and greater success in academic, professional and personal life challenges.

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THE MAKING OF A
MOUNTAIN: THE STORY

OF SNOW SUMMIT 
& BBMR

1950: Avid sportsman, Tommi Tyndall, recognized skiing as a growing sport in Southern California and with the help of his wife, 
Jo, and her father, the Reverend Doctor Alfred Hughes, he persuaded friends, relatives, local businessmen, prospective 
investors and ski enthusiasts to invest in his new company, Snow Summit, Inc. 

1952: After two years of negotiations with the Forest Service, construction began on what is now known as Snow Summit – 
which began as a wide, half-mile access road, a mile-long chairlift, the clearing of Log Chute ski run and some base area 
slopes for rope tows, and the basement of the Summit Inn. 

1953: The first chairlift was completed and had become the nation’s first detachable chairlift. Following the replacement of that 
chairlift for a modern, high capacity fixed grip double chairlift and the completion of the Summit Inn, Tommi encountered 

yet another challenge. The lack of adequate natural snow limited the amount of days 
business was open per season, putting the survival of the company at risk.

1960s: Tommi was convinced that snowmaking was possible and a necessity in Southern 
California and by the Fall of 1964, snowmaking covered slopes served by three rope 
tows on the Bear Bottom beginner area, and the lower part of Miracle Mile served by 
the chairlift. The chairlift became the first to be served by snowmaking in the West!

With little capital for physical improvements, Snow Summit needed a way to satisfy 
customers so they would return. This was done with exceptional snowmaking and 
grooming operations and its famous limited ticket sales policy.

Sadly, on December 27, 1964, Tommi was killed in a tractor accident while dragging a 
chain to remove dirt berms on the slopes. He was only 52 years old and did not live to
see that his snowmaking system proved to be the ultimate success in Snow Summit’s
history.

In 1965, Tommi’s wife, Jo Tyndall, was appointed by the Board of Directors as the General Manager of Snow Summit, 
wherein she chose her son, Dick Kun, as her assistant. 

In 1966, Snow Summit introduced night skiing, which was the first such operation in the Western U.S.

1970s: During the 1972/1973 season, Snow Summit hit its jackpot and received the most natural snow in its history. The snow 
brought in more than double the customer visits from its previous seasons and its gross annual income more than 
doubled. After operating for more than 20 years, Snow Summit was finally on its way.  

As a result of its success, Snow Summit embarked upon the largest facilities improvement program, which included the 
construction of various chairlifts and all of its runs.  In addition, snowmaking systems had been expanded and a 10-million
gallon reservoir was built at the top of the mountain.
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By January, Snow Summit introduced the ski industry’s first reserved ticket system so people could avoid the early 
morning lines.

The concrete basement of the new building, Summit Inn, housed the largest diesel-power generating plant of any ski resort
in the nation, along with more air compressors for snowmaking. A one-
mile waterline and pumping system from Big Bear Lake was also 
installed, assuring adequate snowmaking water for the future.

1980s: In 1980, Dick Kun assumed the Presidency. 

1990s: The greatest impact on business in the 1990s was the advent of snow
boarding. By catering to snowboarders and putting in terrain parks and 
halfpipes, the sport grew like wildfire. Snow Summit led the industry
in the design and operation of freestyle parks and had one of the largest 
amounts of terrain dedicated to freestyle snowboarding and skiing in the
country. Snow Summit has been named in various polls as having the 
best parks in the nation, if not the world. With the parks at Snow Summit and their reputation, several high caliber events 
have been held at the resort including ESPN’s Winter X Games, Vans Triple Crown of Snowboarding, MTV Snowed In and 
several others.

2002: On October 10, 2002, Snow Summit purchased Big Bear Mountain Resort, including the Golf Course, from Booth Creek 
Ski Holdings, Inc. Today Big Bear Mountain Resorts, Snow Summit and Bear Mountain, combine to form Southern
California’s number one ski resort. 

2006: During the summer of 2006, BBMR invested an unprecedented $6.6 million to guarantee a quality skiing and snow
boarding surface regardless of weather conditions.  Not only did this improvement better control emissions, it improved 
BBMR’s snowmaking ability and increased energy efficiency. During that season, California’s driest winter on record, BBMR 
customers enjoyed more real snow, unmatched coverage, reliable and predictable conditions and a longer ski/snowboard 
season. 

2008: Dedicated to providing the region’s most progressive terrain parks, most dependable snow conditions and a multitude of 
premier services – just a tank of gas away roundtrip from most areas in Southern California – BBMR invested over $12 
million in snowmaking capabilities in the past few years, and Bear Mountain was named the #1 Park in the Nation and #2 
in North America by Transworld Snowboarding Magazine’s 2009 Resort Poll.
